For you to Gift Aid your 
regular (or a single) donation YOU must be a UK taxpayer AND the amount claimed MUST BE EQUAL TO OR LESS THAN THE 
TAX YOU PAY IN A CURRENT TAX YEAR. For example: A monthly donation of £10 totals to £120 a year. 25% of £120 is £30. For 
you to Gift Aid that £30 you must pay at least £30 tax in the current tax year. If all your annual Gift Aid totals - should you support 
multiple charities - exceed the amount you pay in tax YOU have to pay the difference back to HMRC so, please don’t!
